For the avoidance of any doubt the 'alternative site options' considered (paragraph 

2.1.4 of the Scoping Report) should include consideration of different sites (a 

sequential site search), different ways of developing the site to the rear of Page 

Street (including the potential for options which involve less land take) and a 'do 

nothing' option. When evaluating both different sites (the sequential site search) 

and different ways of developing the application site key considerations will include 

impacts on public open space, the green belt and ecological interests. The 

accessibility of a site to sustainable modes of transport will also be an important 

factor for the sequential site search. It is noted that the scope of the 'sequential 

site assessment' work has not been discussed with the LPA to date. Officers would 

welcome engagement on this matter so that appropriate criteria and parameters 

can be established for the subsequent work if the project team would find this 

useful.
