ÅPrevious Application submitted October 2016 recently withdrawn

ÅNew application for 717 FLATS, Build to RENT (class C3)

Å500 + (? Add 50 for commercial) Car Parks spaces, 1160 Cycle spaces

Å745 sq M of ancillary residential facilities

Å985 sq M of Retail Floorspace (class A1)

Å558 sq M of Food & Drink (class A3 & A4)

Å152 sq M of community floorspace (class D1)

ÅBuildings range from 5 – 15 storeys (plus Ground)

ÅPedestrian Access off Bunns Lane (presumably also for cyclists)

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Pentavia Objections
1. The application does not comply with policies in Barnet’s Local Plan (September 

2012)

2. The application does not follow guidance within the Tall Buildings Study of London 
Borough of Barnet (2010)

3. The application is outside the Colindale Regeneration Area (March 2010)

4. The application disregards principles and requirements of the Pentavia Planning Brief 
(September 2016)

5. The buildings immediately opposite this site across motorway/railway in Graham 
Park have been limited to 5 storeys in accordance with CAAP.

6. Mill Hill is expanding by 40% 2011-2028 and the “public” infrastructure simply is not 
coping today with current expansion. Pentavia would increase population by a further 
10%

7. The proposed buildings will dominate the skyline & overshadow the existing 
properties in Bunns Lane, Brancaster Drive, Longfield Ave, and those off Graham Park 
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Hasmonean

ÅCurrent scheme should be withdrawn or refused as MoL has 
instructed!

ÅLandmark case in Birmingham (Al-Hijrah School) Court of Appeal 
ruled that pupils of both genders were left less prepared for adult life 
by being unable to interact with each other

ÅAll Schools with similar policies will now have to allow the sexes to 
mix

ÅThis affects about 20 Islamic, Jewish and Christian Schools.

ÅNew scheme being developed – watch this space
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20.02.18 Cllr R. Cornelius stated that he hoped Hasmonean 
Boys would eventually come to Copthall. 



LONDON PLAN
ÅComments in by this coming Friday 2nd March!

ÅMill Hill seen as potential for further growth/development – not without significant additional 
transport infrastructure!

ÅBuild on Green Belt or accept greater density

ÅNeighbourhood Forum’s apparently not understood by GLA – significant resource for 
particularly small developments (38%) and in touch with local people in ways Council’s cannot 
hope to achieve. 2011 Localisation Bill.

ÅTall buildings – not appropriate in Family orientated community.

ÅDensity tables should not be removed – clear definition for developers!

ÅDevelopments need to be distinctive if they are to last

ÅCar journeys may plateau in next 20 years, but cannot take away parking places without 
providing better/cheaper Public Transport

ÅImportance of jobs in Suburbs not just in the Central Zone

ÅOur Town Centre needs to be vibrant, with better parking, shops, restaurants, hotel, cinema.
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1.8 The DLP aims to increase housing supply from 42,000 to 65,000 new 
homes per annum. A detailed Briefing Note (Appendix A) has been 
produced for Members who sit on the cross party Local Plan Members 
Advisory Group as well as Members of the Borough Planning Committee. 
The Briefing Note focuses on 36 subjects / areas of particular interest to 
Barnet, setting out for each the existing and proposed London Plan policy 
stance together with an initial proposed response to the consultation.

1.9 The matters raised in the DLP as highlighted in the briefing note were 
discussed at the special meeting of the Local Plan Members Advisory Group 
held on 8th February. Particular concerns on the DLP highlighted by 
Members included:
Å Continued car use in the lower density suburbs of Outer London remains 

a reality, irrespective of public transport service and reliability 
improvements. We therefore advocate more flexibility to support more 
local evidence based approaches to car parking which are marginally less 
restrictive than the London Plan for residential development. 

Å The adverse impact of more restrictive parking standards for new 
development, particularly in the northern part of the borough. 

LBB’s Response (DRAFT) (approved at Policy & Resources Committee 13.02.18
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The London Plan needs to recognise: 
Å that even with improvements to public transport, walking and cycling 

routes, reliance on the car will remain important in outer London 
boroughs and therefore use of the car in these locations should not be 
made more difficult than it needs to be; 

Å The need to prioritise the provision of improved orbital transport links –
including for both train and bus; 

Å Serious concerns about the proposed new housing target numbers and 
the potential adverse impacts that excessive densification and 
intensification may have; 

Å The failure to acknowledge that Barnet’s contribution to London’s 
housing delivery has been driven by major and complex regeneration 
schemes. These opportunities for brownfield development are not 
limitless. Following the delivery of Barnet’s  comprehensive 
regeneration programme there is a distinct lack of additional large 
brownfield sites;

Å Barnet’s need to ensure an appropriate choice of housing for its 
residents, including recognition of the need for family homes and 
protecting houses from inappropriate conversion into flats.
